Course Goals:  
This is an applications course that provides students with information and skills required for the design, development, and production of a variety of multimedia elements.  

Course Objectives:

At the end of the course, each student will be able to:

1. Utilize basic hardware, software and design techniques essential for multimedia production.

2. Utilize graphics software to create and edit images.

3. Utilize audio production software to create a digital audio sequence.
4. Utilize video production software to create a digital motion sequence.

5. Plan, produce, and edit a digital audio sequence to be used as part of a multimedia production.
6. Plan, produce and edit a digital video sequence to be used as part of a multimedia production.

Each software package has a free 30 day download version available for you to use.
Assignments:
Only original digital images and music will be accepted for each project.  This includes still images, video images, and sound files.  (the only exception is the use of copyright free music from the Media Services at Bloomsburg University)


All assignments are due on the date specified, by 9:30 PM.  20% of the grade will be deducted for each calendar day an assignment is late.  All assignments must be submitted by 5:00 pm on the last day of the session, July 8th.

All assignments will be submitted via the digital drop box in our Blackboard course site.

Media Production Assignments:

Each student will complete a series of production assignments to demonstrate competence using the various multimedia development software packages. 


These assignments will be graded on the application of production techniques and creative elements.


Media Presentation:

Each student will be assigned a multimedia presentation topic and presentation date.  Each person will deliver a 15 minute PowerPoint presentation about your topic to the class.

Directions for Connecting to our Blackboard Course Site
1. Go to the blackboard web site

http://blackboard.bloomu.edu
2. Enter your login and password
Your login is your student campus network email id. Student user id is usually first initial and the first 6 letters of last name, preceded by a 10. 
Example: John L. Smith, username would be 10jsmith. Student's can look up their username in STINF.
Your password is the first 4 letters of your last name (first letter of last name capitalized) and your date of birth - full year/month/day             
Example: John Smith was born on April 1, 1974 so password would be Smit19740401. Please notice only the first letter of last name is capitalized.
